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A wizard will guide you through the steps 
necessary to generate your map. Choose the 
indicator that you wish to plot. In this example, the 
indicator "Literacy Rate-(TEST)” was chosen from 
the "Imported XML Indicators" category. 

Select the subpopulation of interest. 

Select "Actual data.

Select the time period. 
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
