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Comments on Orphan Care:

There was a change in orphan care coordinators between the first and second quarters. Data for
the second quarter was not available at the time of this report. Much of the provided data needs
to be clarified or corrected.

The total number of orphans in primary school and the total number of orphans in secondary
schools is larger than the total number of orphans. In addition, it should not be possible in the
third quarter for the percent of orphans in primary school (reported as 52.54 percent) and the
percent of orphans in secondary school (reported as 59.42) to be larger than 100 percent unless
a large number of orphans are attending primary school and secondary school simultaneously.
Furthermore, these numbers would suggest that all registered orphans are attending school,
which is probably unlikely.

In previous quarters, the total number of households receiving support did not include Molepolole
and its catchment area. Clarification needed from Social and Community Development if this is
still the case in the third quarter.

In Figure 2, the percent of orphans in secondary school jumped from 14.32 percent in the first
quarter to 59.42 in the second quarter. A clarification or correction from Social and Community
Development is needed on the reason for a substantial increase in the share of orphans in this
increase.

Figure 4 illustrates an increasing percent of orphans registered in the specified quarter meaning
that the number of orphans is increasing at a faster rate than before.

Comments on Home Based Care:
The DMSAC secretariat is missing earlier data on the number of HBC clients receiving support
and the number of clients discharged and resuming normal activities. Without this data it is
difficult to compare key indicators over the past three quarters.
The total number of deaths of HBC clients has decreased each quarter (see line B)
Kweneng East experienced a spike in the percent of newly registered HBC clients in the second

quarter (see Figure 3) but the percent of clients appeared to return to a similar level in the third
guarter as in the first quarter.

Comments on ARVs:

The DMSAC secretariat did not receive data from the District Health Team on the clients
receiving ARVs who resumed normal activities.

Enrollment on ARVs and client deaths has remained relatively stable across quarters (see
Figures 1 and 2).

The percent of those enrolled has received slight increases each quarter (see Figure 3).

The percent of clients receiving ARV treatment is substantially higher in the second and third
guarters than in the first quarter (see Figure 4).

Comments on PMTCT:

The percent of ANC clients counseled has remained very high over the past three quarters (86.5
percent, 88.2 percent and 84.0 percent) as has the percent of clients counseled who submit for
an HIV test (92.6 percent, 92.1 percent and 89.2 percent).

Unfortunately, the antenatal prevalence rate has remained flat over the past three quarters as
25.6 percent, 27.0 percent and 26.3 percent of women tested positive for HIV.

The number of infants testing for HIV is probably much lower than the amount who should test,

but very few infants of PMTCT mothers are testing positive for HIV (see PMTCT Infants line B) at
6.0 percent, 3.7percent and 4.8 percent for each quarter respectively.

Comments on Teenage Pregnancies:

The percent of teenage pregnancy cases, women under the age 20 at their first antenatal care
visit divided by the total number of antenatal care clients, has shown no decipherable trend over
the past three quarters.

The percent of teenage pregnancies, ranging from 13.8 percent to 16.6 percent of the last three
guarters, is of a significant concern because it means these young women are having
unprotected sex and/or failure of family planning methods.
