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Recommendations
Agenda Item 3: HIV/AIDS and Security

1. The IAAG noted the strategies and actions underway within the UNAIDS Initiative on HIV/AIDS and Security, in particular the work with peacekeeping, uniformed services and demobilization. The IAAG recommended that the UNAIDS Secretariat disseminate widely information on the initiative and continue collaborate with Cosponsors and other partners.

2. The IAAG discussed the broad spectrum of issues related to HIV/AIDS and security, including the vulnerability and insecurity related to poverty, gender inequality, mobility, food security, shelter, sexual violence, economic crisis, social turmoil, armed conflict and natural disasters. The need for further work to define the relationships between these issues and HIV/AIDS and to delineate specific action was noted. It was recommended that, as a first step, HIV/AIDS and food security/livelihoods be one of the substantive agenda items for the IAAG in 2003.

3. The IAAG recognized the need to improve coordination mechanisms related to HIV/AIDS prevention and care in emergency and conflict situations, particularly at the community level and with local authorities. It was recommended that the IASC Working Group on HIV/AIDS be considered the appropriate mechanism to pursue this objective, provided it is reinforced and adopts a broad multisectoral approach.

4. The need to address HIV/AIDS awareness, prevention and care among humanitarian workers, as well as to apply existing standards of conduct and the ILO Code of Practice, was recognized. It was recommended that a sub-group of the IASC Working Group be tasked with this responsibility, focusing on the relevant target in the UNGASS Declaration of Commitment. It was recommended that an agency with long experience in this area and employing large numbers of humanitarian workers, should be mandated to lead this group.
